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BYLAWS
OF THE
BRUSH BAND BOOSTERS
(revised April 4, 2007)

NAME, PURPOSE
The name of the organization shall be Brush Band Boosters.

The Brush Band Boosters is organized exclusively for charitable
and educational purposes, more specifically to provide financial
and logistical support for the band programs in the South Fuclid-
Lyndhurst School District.

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

BOARD ROLE, SIZE, COMPENSATION

The Board is responsible for overall policy and direction of the
Organization, and delegates responsibility for day-to-day
operations to the Executive Committee and Committee chairs. The
Board shall have up to five and not fewer than three members. The
board receives no compensation

MEETINGS

The Board shall meet at least annually, at an agreed upon time
and place. This meeting should take place as soon as practical
following the Organization’s September meeting. Minutes of that
meeting shall be presented at the October meeting of the
Organization.

BOARD ELECTIONS

Election of new directors or election of current directors to a
second term will occur as the first item of business at the
September meeting of the Organization. The slate will be presented
by the Executive Committee. Directors will be elected by a
majority vote of the general membership present at that meeting.

TERMS

All Board members shall serve two year terms, but are eligible for
re-election.
